Every one must follow the rules.

Out side the bathroom and doctors’ office, it is against the law for adults to touch your private parts.  

Name the people who keep you safe. 

Tell the people who keep you safe if someone ever touches you.
Session Preparation

Pictures of things God created from the story of Genesis, including snowflakes and people who could represent parents, grand parents, neighbors, police & firefighters.

A boy’s and Girl’s bathing suit

A real currency bill


1. Welcome, (Greet warmly and show children (and Parents) where to sit, pray or play until the lesson begins; give out name tags.) 

Introductions Introduce your self and invite others to do like wise.

Thank you God for making us.

Thank you God, for sunny days

Thank you God, for starry nights

Thank you God for birds that sing

2. The dignity of the Human Person 

adopted from lesson #6 of the Child Lures curriculum. 

Sitting in the midst of the children and in front of the pictures of God’s creatures ask the following questions:  

Think about all things that you like about your self. What are they?

Children share their likes. 

Think about all some of the things you don’t like so much. (Don’t be too hard on your self) 

Children share their dislikes. 

Is there anyone else in the whole world exactly like you? 

No. Everything about us, both the things we like and even the things we don’t like so much makes each of us a special one-of-a-kind child of God. Even identical twins are different from each other. You are special one-of-a-kind child of God!

There is no one else just like you. Doesn’t that make you feel special? 

It should! Each of you is special in the eyes of God.

Pointing to the pictures of God creatures, list all the things God Created. Finish with…  

God loves everything he created.  

You are loved by God.


3. People must recognize and respect your worth

Adopted from lesson #6 concept of dignity 

Display a bill of currency. 

How much is this bill worth?

How much are you worth?

You are worth much much more.  

You have great value. You are special. You are loved by God. 

 Should you expect people to treat you as special?

Yes

Should you treat others as special too? 

Yes

4. Lesson of the Law

Adopted from lesson #3, the concept of the Law & #7 The affection Lure

Your body is God’s gift to you. 

Do you have rules at home?

Yes 

What happens when you break the rules?

You get punished.

Adults also have rules they must follow. What are those rules called? 

Laws

What happens when adults break the Law?

They must be punished and go to jail. 

Display bathing suits.

What part of the Body does a bathing suit cover?

A bathing suit covers the private parts of the body.  We can call the private parts of your body the Bathing Suit Zone. 

Should we keep our private parts covered when we are out of the bathroom?

Yes of course. That is a rule.
Should we keep our private parts covered when we are out of the doctor’s office?
Yes of course. That is a rule. 

Out side of the bathroom or doctor’s office, do you think it is a right for an adult to touch your private parts or ask you to touch theirs? 


Of course not. It is against the law (rules) to do that. 

The point of these last three questions is to explain that the parts of the bodies covered by a bathing suit are private and may not be touched by others. (with the obvious exceptions of hygiene and medical procedures).

5. Encourage the children to talk some more with their parents or guardian. Who can you tell? 

What should you do if anyone, relative, family friend or classmate tries to touch you in your bathing suit zone?

a. Tell them to stop it and leave you alone.

b. Leave immediately. 

c. Tell a trusted adult.

d. Dial 911

Why would you do these things?

Because every one must follow the rules.

Pointing to pictures of people ask…

Who did God make who can help you be safe? 

Mom, Dad, Grandparents, police, brothers, sisters,   

Who would you tell if someone harmed you in any way?

Mom, Dad, Grandparents, police, brothers, sisters   
Would you ever lie about someone touching your private parts?

No. 

Why? 

Because lying is against the rules. And it is against the law. God did not make you to go around lying. 

Did God create you to be good and tell the truth?

Yes 

Of course he did.

Pointing to the pictures, God created all these things including you and he created them good.
