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Parent Seminar Outline

1. Why are we doing this?


A. Bishops across country have promised to carry out the Charter for Child Protection.


B. The program is necessary because of the society we live in.

C. It is a good thing to do.  The program is an opportunity for the parish to serve the needs of people in the parish.

2. The principles behind the program.

A. Parents are the first educators of their children.  This is the bedrock principle of Catholic education and formation.  It is a theme expressed in the education documents of Vatican II as well as the most recent Vatican document on education in sexuality, Truth and Meaning.  The Bishop’s booklet, A Parent’s Guide to Chastity Education, is a synthesis of that Vatican document.

B. Parents are the most effective persons to make a difference in their children’s safety.  The method of this program emphasizes the role of parents in securing the safety of their children. 

C. You and I are made in the image of God.  We therefore have an inherent dignity that comes from God.  By giving parents and children the tools to safeguard this dignity, the program instills self-confidence, self-esteem, and dispels fear.

3. The program in a nutshell. (show  the 40 min Presenter’s video) 

4. Encourage parent to teach the program at home. 


A. They are in charge of their children’s education. 

B. God gives them a grace specific to each child to help parent meet the needs of their children. 

C. To assist parents, the parishes will offer an introductory session of the program to children. This training is now a regular component of parish’s education programs for youth. It is up to the parent, however, how they want their children to participate. 


5. Invite parents to bring their children to another night in order to supplement the training they receive at home. (Option A.)

6. Inform parent that an introductory session of the program will be given during one night of religious education (Option B)
