Patricius was sure that
with a good education, Augustine would marry well and also receive a gc
ernment post. But poor health prevented him fratizireg the dream his
father had for him. Instead, he went to Rome as a private teacher, but hi
studentsd | ack of respect and in
reminded him too much of himself in his youth!) So, he went to Milan wh
he found learning and teaching to be more to his liking.

All the while, Monica had been prayingtfe conversion of her son te-b
come a Christian. She saw that Augustine was living a life contrasy to Ch
tian beliefs and wanted him to get his act together. She had already pray
Patricius and his mother, who both actually converted in 370 3Bt i
Augustineds father died. It woul

lic.

There was no doubt any more that Augustine was a very intelligent man. He
wrote manyvorks that are still a foundational part of our Catholic heritage.
Some of the things he helped people understand included how to have a spir
t ual relationship with God, a
sin, free will and redg@tion. Hedeveloped a Christian philosophy of history
calledCity of Gahortly after the fall of the Romangre. In the book, he
tried to explain the difference between an earthly city andnlaé @te that
we will live in with God. His works to this d&ill,lelp Catholics undsand

life with God and his life reminds us that God is very patient with ¢his chil
ren.

Gospel Summary

Jesus often had confrontations with some ~f
the religious &ers about meals or th&-Sa
bath. He was sure to be tested in the ci ¥ |
cumstances of today's Gospel since he w5
eating a meal with the religious leaders on
the Sabbath! At the meal, Jesus noticed that the guests hurried to
recline at the place of honor. tdaght them that when they were
invited to a wedding feast, they should sit at the lowest place. If
they sat at the highest place andesomhigher than they came

in, their host would approach the lower guest and ask him to
move down. This, of course, webbe a source of humiliation: |
stead, if the guest took the lower seat, the host would come to him
as a friend and invite him to take a higher seat. Then, all would
look on this person with great admiration. Jesudaisecaithem

on giving a dinner. $tead of inviting close friends and relatives

and all the people who might repay the invitation, Jesus-encou
aged his listeners to invite those who could never reciprecate. J
sus explained that by doing this the host's place would be insured
at the heavepbaquet.

Reflection for Families

Most often the role of a parent is cast in humility. When we think
back on our own childhoods, even if we have taken the time to tell
our parents how much we appreciate all they did for degrchil
rarely take in thehsle scope of what their parents do for them.
Yes, in some cases we might even say what parents sacrifice for
them, but it's hard to call something afsaemwhen it's given out

of love. Still, parents know what it means to provide for someone
who cannotepay us. We don't expect our children to repay us f
nancially for what we've given them in food, clothing, shelter, ed
cation, and entertainment. Not only is it not realistic, but it's just
not the way it works! Wederstand the meaning of this Gospel

in connection with our children, but how much greater our-unde
standing will be if we reach beyond our own family to provide for
someone in our society who cannot begin to repay us.

Bringing the Gospel Into Your Family

cannot repay a kindness from you. Decide as a family what you
will do to serve this person or group. Perhaps you can help serve a
